Changing between chords A, D and E
Use one down stroke per chord. Leave the chord ringing out for the required number of beats e.g. in the first sequence you only play on the first beat of each bar. This will also  give you time to change to the next chord. Play each sequence in the order they are set out here and don’t move on to the next one until you can play the previous one comfortably and confidently, making sure you arrive on the first beat of the bar.

Once you can play them all, have a go at playing the whole thing as one continuous exercise.

Accuracy is more important than speed here. If you find you are having trouble, slow down until you find a speed you are comfortable with. Only speed up once you can keep in time at a slower speed.
